The financial district of Manhattan is not only the heart of the world’s
economy today, but it is also where the Dutch first founded New
Amsterdam in 1624. Begin the tour with a visit to the Federal Reserve
Bank of New York, where you can actually visit the largest gold reserve in
the world in a special vault 5 stories below ground. Then walk through the
narrow streets of the district to see sights related to both finance in early
colonial history including Wall Street, the New York Stock Exchange,
Federal Hall, Trinity Church, and Fraunces Tavern.

The Oculus

The Oculus is home to 12 subway lines, the World Trade Center PATH
station, and dozens of retailers, serving over a million people every week.

Beginning in the 17" century South St. Seaport has helped boost New
York City’s economy. Through the 19" century serving as the Fulton Fish
Market, to the 1970’s when modern development ran alongside the
seaport’s historic buildings. It has proved resilient through 9/11 and
Superstorm Sandy in 2012. Today residents and visitors enjoy
restaurants, shops, and cultural sites—and of course for some of the
most dramatic Brooklyn Bridge and skyline views in the city.
