Refund and Cancellation Policy Related to COVID-19

Silver Mill Student Travel will require an initial $500 deposit per bus for each trip. This
deposit will be non-refundable if the trip must cancel as a result of COVID-19.

Deposits for any ticketed events (Theater, Sporting Events etc..) will be refunded at the
discretion of each box office.

Deposits for hotels will be refunded at the discretion of each hotel. Attrition clauses apply at
the 90-to-30-day mark before your scheduled trip.

$500 non-refundable fee.

Cancellations due to COVID 19, after 15 days prior will require refunds at the discretion of
each venue and attraction.
